②How much is the benefit? 

 ・It is 50,000 yen per child 

☆Persons who are receiving it are not applicable; There are sever-
al requirements to be considered such as the following. 
“Extent of sudden/big decrease of family budget,” “exemption of 
residence tax” etc.
