What is the "Ryugakusei” Musashino Family Program?

This program was started in response to the requests of foreign
students who hoped to have the opportunity to communicate
with local people and who in return wanted local people to
know about their own countries as well. The main activity is
home visits (day-trips to a local family) and also you can enjoy
communicating with your designated family in your own way
or style. This program also includes events such as cultural ex-
change parties which will give you the opportunity to meet new
friends, and lectures about communication between different
cultures which will help you understand people in a different
culture. All activities are conducted mainly in Japanese.



Content of activities

Principally this is a home visit program. If you
are busy, you can communicate via e-mail and
telephone.

Participating Japanese families

All of them are members of MIA. There are
various families, such as large families, families
with small children and families consisting of two
people or even one person.

Duration of the program

In principle it is from April to March of the next
year. For those who come to Japan in autumn, it
15 from October to September of the next year.
Application 1s accepted till the end of October.

Activity including expenses

In principle you have to pay for your own
expenses in such cases as excursions and trips
with the family. We advice that you consult
with your family about the expenses expected in
activities.
